Exhibit Overview:


This exhibit is broken into three major areas:


River Culture drawers (10)


River water samples (30)


Media piece - computer interactive that provides links to web pages about rivers.


Visitors select a river culture box and use either the flip book or computerized home pages to look up statistics about each river and decide which river is the source of the river culture box they are examining.





Objectives:  


The user will…





Understand that rivers connect people.


Understand that what happens at one point in the river impacts people downstream.


Understand that people have different perceptions of the same river depending on their personal connection to it.


Learn what people around the world are doing to preserve the health of their rivers.





Interactive Description:


This interactive is full of clues to help our young visitors find where certain rivers are located in the world.  The clues are in text and graphic form.  There are no audio or video clips.  Examples of clues for the Amazon could be:


What river runs through a rain forest?


What river is famous for its Piranha fish?


The third clue will probably be a simple map placing the river in a region of the world.


This last item will be a link to web sites that contain more information about the river.


Visitors use a flipbook to get the identical clues.  The interactive is meant to supplement the flipbook.
