Objectives:  


To understand that a change in voice inflection and tonality can change the meaning of what is being expressed.





Exhibit Overview:


Two visitors sit down at a Planet Connect tabletop to talk to one another through a voice synthesizer which manipulates and distorts their voices.  On the tabletop are old radio-styled microphones, a one-eared headphone and a synthesizer for each person.  A simple graphic saying “Speak to Me” is located on the microphones.  The voice modulator button is highlighted to encourage its use.  With the headphones on, visitors speak into the microphones and change the modulator buttons to hear their voices change.  





One voice allows visitors to hear international audio examples of the changes in meaning by voice inflection and tonality.  A good example is saying “I love you” to reflect different tones and inflection.  Another example is, the Chinese word for mother means horse when said with another tone.





The interest of this component is that visitors will have control over their conversations and their voices.  Inflection and tonality change the voice and in turn impact the message and communication.
